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AREA HIGHLIGHTS

B Bradley County generates annual retail sales in excess of 31.1 billion.

B Paul Huff Parkway has seen increasing development and the city’s largest amount of commercial
construction. In a recent newspaper article about north Cleveland, City Councilman Avery Johnson
said, the “"Paul Huff area has become an active commercial district in just a few years,” and City
Councilman Dale Hughes said, “Paul Huff has developed into a business hub for Cleveland.”

B Tourists spend on average 5100 million annually in Bradley County.

B Cleveland is the 5" largest industrial city in Tennessee and benefits from its highly diversified and
ErOWing econamy.

B Cleveland is home to 12 Fortune 500 manufacturing companies.

B Among the major private sector emplovers in the area are: Arch Chemicals, Inc., Bowater
MNewsprint = Calhoun Operations, Brown 5tove Works, Charleston Hosiery, Cleveland Chair Co.,
Duracell UsA, Hardwick Clothes, Jackson Manufacturing, Johnston Coca-Cola Bottling Co., Master
Foods, Whirlpool, Newlywed Foods, Olin Corporation, Peyton's Southeastern, President Baking,
Rubbermaid, Merck/Schering Plough, and United Knitting.

B Volkswagen just recently rolled the first car from its new %1 billion production plant located just
south of Cleveland in Chattanooga. The facility has created more than 2,000 jobs in the region.
The plant's assembly line is currently turning out between 250 and 300 Passats a day. According to
independent studies, the Volkswagen plant is predicted to generate $12 billion in income growth
and an additional 9,500 jobs related to the project.

B Wacker Chemie AG, a Munich-based chemical group, acquired approximately 550 acres as home
for a new, integrated silicon-based manufacturing facility. WACKER expects the 51.5 billion plant to
be completed in late 2013, The company will employ 650 peaple.

B Amazon.com has nearly completed construction of two 1-million-square-foot fulfillment centers
representing a total investment of 5139 million. One center is located in Cleveland, and the other
in Chattanooga. A recently announced tax agreement between the state and Amazon.com has
resulted in additional jobs being added to these facilities. Total investment in Bradley County has
been estimated at 563 million, The company originally projected more than 400 full-time
emplovees and as may as 1,200 temporary jobs in peak holiday seasons. This new agreement will
add 2,000 additional full-time jobs to Hamilten and Bradley counties.

B Whirlpool has a new 1-million-square-foot state-of-the-art manufacturing facility and a 400,000
sguare foot warehouse under construction. Whirlpool is investing 5120 million in these new
facilities and expects to add about 130 new jobs to its 1500 Cleveland employees.

M Olin Chlor Alkali has started construction of a 5160 million state-of-the-art membrane cell
manufacturing facility in Bradley County. The facility is scheduled for completion by the end of
2012 with a capacity of 200,000 tons and will be used to produce chlorine, caustic soda, potassium
hydroxide and related products. Olin employs 280 people and expects to expand to over 300,

W Arch Chemical, which shares the same industrial site as Olin at the Hiwassee River, has mare than
260 employees. Arch recently announced its own 530 million upgrade.

B Two schools provide excellent post-secondary education opportunities, Cleveland State
Community College and Lee University. Lee University is Tennessee's second largest private
university behind only Vanderbilt University,
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
